East Kent Crusaders played Folkestone in a tight defensive game 
with both sides missing their chances.   Following a low scoring first half  (4-3 to East Kent Crusaders) a 
energised second half saw East Kent Crusades continue to pip Folkestone in scoring running out win-
ners 14-11.  Maidstone B played their first game of the tournament against Folkestone which included a 
number of players who had never played competition basketball before.  Although the result was never 
in doubt, Maidstone B had much to be proud of holding Folkestone to a 8-2 score.
